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We meet at the car park at Cheena Meadow, Denham La ne, Chalfont St. Peter 
Explorer map 172 - grid ref: SP 008912 
 
Directions to meeting point 
Possibly the easiest route is to drive from Datchet to central Slough.  From the roundabout beside Slough 
library, drive along the B416 Stoke Road.  Continue along the length of the B416 through Stoke Poges, 
beneath the M40, through Gerrards Cross to reach a large roundabout at the A413.  Take the first exit 
towards Amersham.  At the next roundabout take the third exit along Joiners Lane.  At the end, turn left 
along Denham Lane and almost immediately right into the Cheena Meadow car park. 
 
Notes about the walk 
This walk is about 6 miles long in beautiful countryside on the edge of the Chilterns, some of the paths are 
over gently undulating ground. This is a circular walk with both open fields and woodlands. Some parts of the 
walk cross over Gerrards Cross Golf Course and follow the River Misbourne. 
There is an opportunity for those who prefer a shorter walk to take a short cut which will reduce the walk to 
about 4 miles, although the prettiest part of the walk is towards the end. 
There are limited car parking spaces for about 10 cars (so get there early) otherwise parking is in Denham 
Lane. 
 
Guest walkers are very welcome.  Please remember, g uests will be expected to contribute £1.00 to 
the charity ‘Friends of the Datchet Health Centre’ on the day of the walk.  Guests and occasional 
walkers will be asked to become members if they att end more than 2 walks in any one year. 
 
 

****************************************************************************** 
 
1, From the car park at Cheena Meadow walk towards the children’s play area, then turn right through the 
gate to Denham lane. Walk alongside the road, then turn left through the kissing gate and follow the footpath 
for approximately half a mile past woodland and open fields. 
 
2, Cross over a dirt track then follow the path diagonally across the field to the corner of the wooded area. 
Continue along the edge of the tree line to the fence and then turn left along the path that runs parallel to the 
M25 until you reach the bridge. Cross the bridge over the M25 and then turn immediately right, continue 
along this path until you reach a cross road after approximately ¾ of a mile 
 
3, Where the path reaches the cross roads turn right and follow the bridleway which passes through the 
tunnel under the M25. Turn left out of the tunnel and continue along the path which leads to Denham Lane. 
 
Short Cut :-  Turn Right when you reach Denham Lane (4) continue along the road (approx. 200 yards) until 
you reach the footpath on your left, Cross over the stile and follow the white footpath posts straight across 
the golf course (beware of flying golf balls) until you reach the path between the two fences. Follow this past 
the Scout Camp, at the end of this path go through the gate and follow this path diagonally across the field, 
then rejoin the main route from position 7. 
 
4, Cross Denham Lane and head down the road towards Chalfont Lodge Nursing Home, after approx 250 
yards you will see a gate on your left. Go through and cross the field diagonally until you reach the bridleway 
at the back of the golf course. Follow the bridleway downhill until you meet a bridge over the River Misbourne 
 
5, Turn right over the stile immediately before the bridge and continue along the path at the side if the river, 
the path passes the lake and the main house of Chalfont Park on your left. This path then leads to the golf 
course. 
 
6, Follow the white poles across the fairway (beware of flying golf balls) at the far corner of the golf course, 
cross the stile and turn right. Follow the pavement to the foot of Woodside Hill and turn right up the hill into 
Chalfont Heights Estate. At the top of the hill follow the footpath straight ahead and then cross over two 
stiles. 
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7, After crossing the second stile turn left and continue across open fields to Upway. At the end of Upway 
turn right along Joiners Way to the junction with Denham Lane. Turn left and almost immediately right into 
Cheena Meadow car park.
